ABOUT THIS CALL
What are ENHANCE Blended Intensive Programmes?
ENHANCE Blended Intensive Programmes (BIPs) are short-term, intensive learning opportunities that are designed and implemented in a blended format, i.e., with a virtual and a physical component embedded in the programme design. They aim to foster international cooperation in teaching and learning among the members of the ENHANCE Alliance. 
The physical component consists of a 5-10 days in-presence phase for which participating learners and teachers are eligible to apply for a mobility scholarship. The virtual component may involve any amount of online learning and can take place either before and/or after the physical component.
BIPs are designed and implemented by a consortium of at least 3 member universities of the ENHANCE Alliance (or 2 if coordinated by ETH). This BIP consortium is always composed of a coordinator, also serving as the host institution for the in-presence phase, and several partners that contribute to the design and implementation and/or send their students or staff members.

Requirements
· The BIP consortium must include at least 3 ENHANCE universities in 3 different countries (if coordinated by ETH, 2 ENHANCE universities (ETH + 1 partner) in 2 different countries is sufficient).
· Proposals must follow the programme structure: virtual component + 5-10 days physical component (5 days being the recommended length).
· Participating students must be awarded with at least 3 ECTS.
· A minimum number of 10 learners receiving an Erasmus+ scholarship (“Erasmus+ mobile learners”) need to participate in the programme (we recommended to plan with at least 25-30 learners).

Funding
ENHANCE BIPs are funded by Erasmus+ (or, if coordinated by ETH, Movetia Switzerland). Funding is composed of organisational support funds plus mobility scholarships for teachers and learners participating in the physical component/in-presence phase. The total amount of funding depends on the number of teachers and learners participating in the BIP and the institution-specific regulations of the involved partners.
